Isaiah 11:1-2,5,10  But a shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse, and 
from his roots a bud shall blossom.  The spirit of the LORD shall rest upon 
him: a spirit of wisdom and of understanding, a spirit of counsel and of 
strength, a spirit of knowledge and of fear of the LORD . . .  Justice shall be 
the band around his waist, and faithfulness a belt upon his hips.  On that day, 
the root of Jesse, set up as a signal for the peoples—Him the nations will 
seek out; his dwelling shall be glorious. 
John 1:1-5  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, 
and the Word was God.

Christopher Wordsworth - nephew of the great lake-poet, William 
Wordsworth - was born in 1807.  He was educated at Winchester, and at 

Trinity College, Cambridge, where he graduated B.A., with 
high honours, in 1830; M.A. in 1833; 
D.D. in 1839.   
His writings are numerous, and some of 
them very valuable.  Most of his works 
are in prose.  His "Holy Year; or, Hymns 
for Sundays, Holidays, and other 
occasions throughout the Year," was 
published in [1862], and contains 127 
hymns.  
The German composer, Jakob Hintze, 
became in 1666 court musician to the 
Elector of Brandenburg a Berlin; but 
he retired to his birthplace in 1695, and 
died at Berlin with the reputation of 
being an excellent contrapuntist.
